Why am | receivingthisinvitation? Who isinviting me? The White House Office of Intergovernmental Affairs
serves asthe primary liaison between the White House and state, county, local, and tribal governments. The office
focuses on building and maintaining relationships with state and local officials. Part of this process includes
welcoming the country’s state and local leaders to the White House for events, such as this one. Should you have
any questions about this event, please contact White House Intergovernmental Affairs.

What information do | need to submit in order to attend? The registration link will outline the information
you arerequired to submit in order to register to attend. Please do not fill out thisinformation if you cannot attend.
The information you submit must exactly match that of your government issued identification that you will be
required to present to Secret Service before entering White House grounds.

What are the breakout sessions? How do | register? The breakout discussion sessions will follow briefings
from cabinet and administration officials. Three sessions are tentatively planned on pertinent issues impacting
cities and localities with the option to attend two of the three.

For the White House tour, Secret Service will not permit you to bring purses/bags/briefcases, iPads, or portfolios.
Storageisnot availableif you bring these items. Y ou can bring a cell phone, wallet, etc. If you do not plan to
attend the White House tour before the conference, you are alowed to bring a purse/bag/briefcase, etc.

Is lodging and/or transportation provided? No, registered attendees are responsible for their own
accommodations, meals, and transportation to Washington, D.C. and throughout the duration of their visit. Due
to federa regulations, we are unable to provide you with recommendations for travel and accommodations.
Bottled water will be provided during the conference portion of the event. Lunch isnot provided.

Where do | go? All events will take place on the White House complex. We will provide further information
ahead of the event date.

How do | get around Washington, D.C.? For travel and transportation in Washington, D.C., taxies and ride
sharing services are readily available.
